DAY 1-Arrival :

Day 1: Arrival in Jaffna - Exploring the Cultural Heart of the North
Upon arrival at Jaffna Airport, your journey begins with visits to two of the
most significant temples in the region.

First, explore the Naugleshwaram Temple, a revered Hindu shrine dedicated
to Lord Shiva, known for its spiritual ambiance and intricate architecture.
Next, proceed to the Nallur Kandaswamy Temple, the most prominent Hindu
temple in Jaffna, famous for its grand festivals and vibrant rituals.

After lunch at a local restaurant, visit the Nagapoosani Amman Temple, a
stunning seaside temple with a unique spiritual aura.

Conclude the day with a visit to Jaffna Port, where you can witness the serene
coastal views and local fishing activities. Dinner and overnight in Jaffna.

DAY 2- Jaffna to Mannar :

Day 2: Jaffna to Mannar - Ancient Temples and the Legendary Rama
Sethu

After breakfast, travel to Mannar, a historic island with deep cultural
significance. Visit the Ketheeshwaram Temple, an ancient Shiva temple with
connections to the Ramayana.

Next, explore Rama Sethu (Adam’s Bridge), a chain of limestone shoals
believed to be the bridge built by Lord Rama’s army. Later, travel

to Anuradhapura, one of Sri Lanka’s oldest and most sacred cities.

In the evening, visit the Sri Maha Bodhi, the oldest living human-planted tree
in the world, and the majestic Ruwanwelisaya Stupa, a marvel of ancient
engineering.

Dinner and overnight in Anuradhapura.

DAY 3- Anuradhapura to Negombo :

Day 3: Anuradhapura to Negombo - Coastal Charms and Vibrant
Markets

After breakfast, visit Munneshwaram Temple, a powerful Hindu shrine with a
rich history. Continue to Mannawari, a serene coastal village known for its
traditional fishing culture.

Later, explore the bustling Negombo Fish Market, where you can witness the
daily catch and vibrant trading scenes. Dinner and overnight in Negombo.

DAY 4- Colombo to Bentota :

Day 4: Colombo to Bentota - City Life and Coastal Adventures

Start the day with a Colombo city tour, exploring key attractions like Galle
Face Green, Pettah Market, and Independence Square, followed by shopping
for souvenirs.

After lunch, travel to Bentota for exciting water sports such as jet skiing and
banana boat rides.

Visit the Turtle Conservation Center to learn about Sri Lanka’s efforts to
protect endangered sea turtles.

Dinner and overnight in Galle or Mirissa.

DAY 5- Coastal Wonders and Sacred Sites :

Day 5: Galle/Mirissa to Tissamaharama - Coastal Wonders and Sacred
Sites

After breakfast, visit Coconut Tree Hill, a picturesque viewpoint in Mirissa.
Observe the unique stilt fishermen balancing on wooden poles—a traditional
fishing method.

Next, explore Ussangoda, a mysterious plateau with red soil and mythological
significance. Visit Thondeshwaram Temple, an ancient Hindu shrine, before
heading to Kataragama, a sacred pilgrimage site.

Attend evening prayers at the Kataragama Kadiravelam Temple, known for its
spiritual energy. Dinner and overnight in Tissamaharama.

DAY 6- Waterfalls and Hill Country Beauty :

Day 6: Tissamaharama to Nuwara Eliya - Waterfalls and Hill Country
Beauty

After breakfast, visit Ravana Falls, a stunning waterfall linked to the
Ramayana legend.

Stop at the Nine Arches Bridge, a colonial-era architectural marvel surrounded
by lush greenery.

Explore Seetha Amman Temple, believed to be where Sita was held captive
by Ravana. In Nuwara Eliya, enjoy a city tour, including Gregory Lake Victoria
Park, known for its vibrant flowers.

Dinner and overnight in Nuwara Eliya.

DAY 7- Cultural Treasures :

Day 7: Nuwara Eliya to Kandy - Tea Trails and Cultural Treasures
Begin with a visit to a tea factory, where you'll learn about Ceylon tea
production. Stop at the Hanuman Temple and Ramboda Falls before heading
to Kandy.

Explore the city’s markets for shopping, then witness a traditional Kandyan
dance performance.

The highlight is the Temple of the Sacred Tooth Relic, a UNESCO-listed site
housing Buddha’s tooth.

Dinner and overnight in Kandy.

DAY 8- Kandy to Trincomale :

After breakfast, visit a spice garden to learn about Sri Lanka’s aromatic
spices. Explore the Dambulla Cave Temple, a UNESCO site with stunning
Buddhist murals.

Climb the iconic Sigiriya Rock Fortress, an ancient palace with breathtaking
views. Travel to Trincomalee, a beautiful coastal city.

Dinner and overnight in Trincomalee.

DAY 9- Trincomalee to Jaffna :

Day 9: Trincomalee to Jaffna - Hot Springs and Coastal Beauty

Start the day at the Kanniya Hot Water Springs, a natural geothermal wonder.
Visit the Koneswaram Temple, a majestic Hindu shrine overlooking the ocean.
Relax at Nilaveli Beach or opt for a Pigeon Island snorkeling tour to explore
coral reefs. Return to Jaffna in the evening.

Dinner and overnight in Jaffna.

DAY 10-Departure :

After breakfast, transfer to Jaffna Airport for your departure, concluding a
memorable journey through Sri Lanka’s cultural, historical, and natural
wonders.
